It comes from Lungagnano vineyards. Borgeri derives its name from 
the old name of Bolgheri, found on a geographical map made by 
Leonardo da Vinci in the XV century.

Grape Blend: Cabernet Sauvignon 40%, Merlot 40%, Syrah 20% 

Maturation: decanting in barrique at the beginning of the 
malolactic fermentation. It remains there eight months 

Refinement: 6-8 months in bottle 

Tasting Notes: strong ruby red colour, with purplish reflection, 
slightly balsamic red fruits fresh bouquet, lovely taste, marked but 
aromatic tannins, good acidity and persistence 

Alcoholic strength: 13,5 / 14% vol.
